As you know, Lion Kelly Jones and her husband have been caring for 

their son Harris after a terrible accident which occurred this past win-

ter.

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The Fidelco Guide Dog Foundation, Inc. is dedicated to promoting increased independence 

to men and women who are blind by providing them with the highest quality guide dogs. 

 

Last year Fidelco served more than 300 clients 

 

Approximately 40 individuals have been accepted and are currently waiting for guide dogs. 

 

Approximately 85% of the dogs in the Fidelco program graduate successfully and become 

working guides. 

 

Approximately $26,000 is invested in the raising of each Fidelco Guide Dog. 

 

Fidelco does not receive any government funding or support from the United Way. 

 

They rely 100% on individual and corporate donations to support the invaluable services 

they provide to the visually impaired community. 

 

Fidelco pups spend the first 14-16 months of their lives with a foster family who socializes 

and prepares the dog for its formal guide dog training. 

 

The pups return to Fidelco for their formal guide dog training which takes approximately 6 

months. 

 

Currently about 100 families are fostering Fidelco pups.

The Milford Lions Club was established February 1959.  The club re-

cently celebrated their 50th year of service to the Milford community. 

Lions are men and women (yes, there are male and female Lions) who vol-

unteer their time to humanitarian causes in their local and world commu-

nities.  By conducting service projects and raising funds, Lions strive to 

help those in need, wherever the need exists. The Lionsõ motto is òWe 

Serveó. 

In 1925, Helen Keller addressed the Lions at their annual International 

Convention, challenging them to become òKnights of the blind in the cru-

sade against darknessó.  Since that time service to the blind and visually 

impaired has become one of the associateõs most significant activities.  

That crusade has resulted in the establishment of various blindness pre-

vention programs. In addition, Lions participate in service activities em-

phasizing diabetes awareness, education and research; work with the 

physically and mentally impaired; environmental issues, community wel-

fare, international understanding and youth.  The association was 

founded in Chicago, IL USA in 1917.    To the Lions, òWe Serveó is not 

only a motto, but a definition and a philosophy.
