The Weare Golden Lions Club 
was established in February 
1990 through the efforts of the 
Goffstown Lions Club.  We are 
part of the Lions District 44-N 
and just one of over 44,000 
Lions Clubs worldwide.  These 
clubs comprise the Lions Club 
International organization.  
Lions Club International is one 
of the largest and oldest service 
organizations in the world.  
Being a Lions member means 
you join more than 1.4 million 
other members in more than 
185 countries and geographic 
areas.   
Lions' was originally established 
in 1917 for eyesight 
conservation.  This service has 
expanded to meet changes and 
needs all over the world.   
In 1925, Helen Keller asked the 
Lions to become “knights of the 
blind in the crusade against 
blindness.”  Lions accepted this 
challenge and has supported 
sight related projects ever since, 
along with other community 
service projects.
